This spring, the Church Council discerned that it was time to
begin a new strategic planning process. Our last completed plan
was in 2008. Since then, a couple of attempts were started but
not fully implemented. To guide us well, we have partnered with
Auxano, a firm that specializes in helping churches clarify vision
and direction. A team from First Lutheran has been assembled to
work alongside them.

Our goal is to have 200 completed surveys. 
The survey will remain open from 

Sunday, June 28 through Sunday, July 12.

-Any Confirmed Member of First Lutheran is invited to participate
-Individuals should only submit ONE survey. 
   Please do not turn in both an online & paper survey.

FLC sent an email with a link to a 12 question survey created by
Auxano on Sunday, June 28 at 7:00am. Along with demographic
& statistical data, this survey will help identify a clear vision for
the future of our whole church as we look 3, 5, even 10 years
ahead. If you are unable to complete the online survey, paper
copies will be available to you. The best answers are your own
honest reflections. If you need any assistance, our staff will
gladly help you. 

We are asking 3 things of the congregation:
1. Pray for openmindedness & for the Holy Spirit to guide us all.
2. Pray for the team, the process, & the church.
3. Complete the survey with the whole church in mind, not just 
      your own preferences.
